1  Reporting
Your scores are automatically reported to the
ISBE.

Scaled Total Test Score

Your scaled total test score is reported on a scale
from 100 to 300. Your scaled total test score is based
on your performance on the entire test: the number
of multiple-choice questions answered correctly
combined with any constructed-response assignment
score(s).

Status

If you received a scaled total test score of 240 or
above, you will receive a “Pass” status. If you received
a scaled total test score below 240, you will receive

a “Did not pass” status. To pass the entire test, you
must pass each subtest.

The performance graph illustrates each subarea
score on a scale from 100 to 300.

Passing Score
To pass each subtest, you must obtain a scaled
total test score of 240 or above.

Subtest History

This section lists your status of each subtest and
the date you passed the subtest, if applicable. Each
subtest you have not yet taken is noted as “Not
Taken.”
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6 Subarea Score (Subarea Scaled Score)
Your subarea scores are reported on a scale
from 100 to 300 and provide feedback on your
performance by subarea.

Multiple-Choice Information

based on the number of questions answered
correctly; points are not “lost” for wrong
answers.
